Center figures on the page.
Figure captions must be placed BELOW the figure.
Captions must allow understanding without referring to the main text.
Explain all abbreviations and statistical indicators in the caption.
Authors are responsible for copyright permissions.

Tables:
Number consecutively (Table 1, Table 2, etc.).
Place each table close to its first citation in the text.
Table titles must be placed ABOVE the table.
Use editable table format (do NOT insert tables as images).
Avoid vertical lines; use minimal horizontal lines.
Indicate measurement units in column headers.
