Requirements for the preparation of abstracts of Conference participants' reports
Abstracts are submitted in English. The text volume is up to 2 pages of A4 format, all margins are 2 cm, Times New Roman font, size 12, spacing is single, paragraph – 1.25 cm. If the authors are from different institutions, their surnames are indicated by superscripts corresponding to the numbers of these institutions in the list.
At the beginning of the abstract, it is mandatory to submit a summary (6–8 lines). After the summary, 4–5 keywords are submitted. Figures and graphs are not accepted. References to literature sources in the text of the abstract should be submitted in parentheses (Maslovska et al., 2024). Latin names of species of organisms are italicized. Please do not use changes in registers, fonts, text formatting, or highlighting not provided for by the requirements and the template.
Abstracts should briefly reflect the relevance of the research, purpose, materials and methods, most important results and their brief interpretation, and conclusions. The list of sources used is placed at the end of the abstract in alphabetical order in accordance with the requirements of the APA style (https://nbuv.gov.ua/node/929).
The Organizing Committee reserves the right to edit and reject abstracts that do not correspond to the Conference topic or are not formatted in accordance with the specified requirements.
